Adam has a few areas to work on in this position, but as it’s one of the hardest positions in the game, he handled it well and has a big future

DOUG ANDREW (Wing): One of our little guys, Douggie gives a lot away in size and weight, but comes up with the important plays when needed, and barely ever makes a mistake, in attack or defence. A great team player, he reads the game well in defence, and is safe as a bank under the ball. If his body size matched his heart, he'd be unstoppable.

Steve is probably our best trainer, has a few areas he needs to work on and to his credit, does so, doing a lot of work on his own, which invariably shows on the field. Milky gives away a lot of size, and often gets smashed, but they just can't seem to hurt him, and he keeps coming back and gives as good as he gets. A very tough competitor.

SCOTT MONTOYA (Centre): Although only slight, Scott is very quick, and easily the best defensive centre in the competition. Can be lazy and distracted at training at times, which he needs to work on, but once the whistle blows he's all business. Scott has the odd quiet game, but never a bad one, and his performance in the grand final; playing on after dislocating his shoulder and breaking a knuckle in his hand shows just what this guy made of, especially as no one knew about it until after the game.

DANIEL PERKINS (Centre/Winger): Danny, in his first year of footy was a revelation. After getting a trial in A grade when players were injured, he grabbed the opportunity with both hands and played in such a way that we couldn't leave him out of the team. To make this team, hold his own and even excel the way he did, displays what a big future this guy has. Apart from being a sprint champion, a very good asset when playing in the outside backs, his defence was uncompromising, and proved a huge asset to the team this year.

TOBY TOPHAM (Five Eighth/Lock/Fullback): Toby started the year at fullback, moved to pivot and finished the year at lock. He is still the premier player in the grade; the only position you couldn't play him is from the bench. Leads by example, consistently tops the tackle count, his defence is brutal, and is inspirational in attack, both as a runner and a ball distributor.

Tobes has it all and if his body holds up to the hiding he gives it on the field, should be able to play the game for a living.

JOSHUA DAVIES (Halfback and Captain): Like Toby, Skip is the best half in the grade, and is an inspirational leader, and always displays a cool head when needed. Josh is always near the top of the tackle count, very effective in defence, but is a great attacking halfback, always giving good service to his backs, and can create gaps for his runners, showing the ball and keeping the defence in two minds. If the gap opens for him, he's gone, as he did numerous times during the year, very quick over 30 or 40 metres. 

Grade football awaits him.

PETER ELDER (Lock/Five Eighth): Pete started and played most of the season at lock, gave good direction to the forwards before switching to pivot at the back end of the season, and gave the same good service to his outside backs. A bit of a quiet achiever, there's nothing flash about his work, but work he does, makes good yards with the ball in his hands, and has a very high work rate in defence, regardless of where he plays, and sets up his outside men well, creating space to run into. Looks to have found a home at Five Eighth and expecting bigger and better things next year as he settles in.

JAKE DENFORD (Second Row): Big, strong and fast, Jake has the ability to break the line at will, has a great step and is as fast as just about any back playing the game. Jake has a high work rate in defence, is one of the few players to tackle low, and gives us great yards in attack, and if he breaks the line, will often score as he did a number of times during the year. Jake needs to be a little more diligent in getting to training, work harder at training, but is a huge natural talent, and higher honours wait in the years ahead.

BRETT ATKIN (Second Row): Brett is one of those guys that gets worked up and has steam coming out his ears (might be something to do with the tea cosy he wears on his head), and if he channels it the right way, is one of the most damaging forwards in the comp. Tough as they come, an enthusiastic trainer, Brett is an integral part of our team and provides good go forward, uncompromising defence, and can inspire other by his actions on the field.

Brett needs to work on his work rate and bigger and better things wait in the years ahead. Great team man.

CAMERON DUNSTON (Prop): The rock upon which we build. If Cam has an off day, which only happens if he's sick, we struggle to take the points, and there can be no greater accolade. His work rate in defence is huge; he tackles low with a great technique, and makes great yards with the ball. Playing prop, but built like a second rower, Cam has a good step, and is deceptively quick when he finds some space, and we wouldn't swap him for any other forward in the shire.

MITCHELL FLOYD (Hooker): Boner is probably still the best hooker in the comp, is always good for at least one scrum win against the feed, reads the game well, and makes good yards out of dummy half. Mitch has the ability to stay one step ahead of the other hookers as Matthews Cup approaches, but needs an injection of attitude at training, and if he applies himself to this and lifts his work rate in defence, will brain his opposites when the time comes. Mitch should become a forward leader in the years ahead, and could be anything if he sets his mind to it.

JOSH WRIGHT-MCKAY (Prop): Another player who needs an injection of attitude, Josh is easily our worst trainer, but to his credit, lifted his attitude in the back half of the season, and the results showed on the field, and he can now hold his head up in any company in A grade if he keeps it up. Gave great support to Cam in the middle of the ruck, put on some terrific hits, and started taking the ball through the line instead of just to it. Josh still has plenty to work on, but now has plenty to work with, and now believes he belongs in A grade, and he does.

TRAVIS RING (Second Row): Travis came up from last year’s B grade, after showing terrific potential both last year and during the trials. It's probably fair to say he struggled at different times during the year, the leap between B grade and A grade is quite steep. Travis will benefit greatly from this year, and should feel far more comfortable as he comes to believe that he can and does belong in this company. When his confidence meets the level of his potential, he will be a great asset to this team and we should see the fruits of that next year.

CHAD RICHMOND (Utility): Richo is such an asset to this team as you can play him anywhere, and know he will get the job done. Not a flashy player or one to necessarily stand out during a game, but works his backside off, puts his body on the line, and contributes every week to the success of the team. A great trainer, always attentive, Richo ran into some great holes during the season and proved himself a goal kicker of considerable note, banging them over from everywhere against Bosco, including one ripper from the sideline.

KAIN EBB (Five Eighth): Moving from fullback to pivot this year, Kain was making a good fist of it, giving good service to his backs, and very strong in defence. However a cruciate ligament injury playing for the school Buckley Shield side has put paid to Kains football for the foreseeable future. Like the champion bloke he is, he still attended almost every training session, helped out where he could, ran where he could, helped us out during preparations on game day, and will continue to be an active member of this team, regardless of his playing status. An inspiration to his mates on never letting things get you down.

MITCHELL GILES (Centre/Second Row): Coming up from B grade, Mitch suffered a broken wrist in pre season training, and a knee injury not long after his return, so we didn't see a whole lot of him this year, and still don't know what he has to offer. Judging by his performances in B grade the year before, he has the size and speed to be a huge asset to this team, and hopefully, being healthy, he will do so next year. Given his injuries, like Kain, barely ever missed a training session, attended every game, a terrific team man. 

CHRIS RADFORD (Second Row): Crusty came back to the team in the back half of the year, and as he does, provided the boys with comic relief for the rest of the year. Crusty copped a bagging as we lost of first game of the year in his first game back, and he responded by taking Black cats apart up at Bosco the following week, possibly the best individual performance of any player during the year. Crusty gave us plenty of extra firepower up front, his enthusiasm is infectious, and hopefully we'll have the benefit of his talents for the whole season next year.
