To summarise the season I would say that the game of rugby league is very physical and demands a 100% effort each week from each player. A team can not operate successfully with only half it’s members showing the commitment needed to play the game competitively and enjoy the time on the field.

A special thanks goes out to Craig Davies who puts in so much time and effort with the boys each week training them and teaching new skills and rarely gets the recognition he deserves. Also thanks to Sherryn Ryan who again has managed the team for all of us and done a superb job all year.
